Eligibility:
· Completed projects with measurable data that adhere to the definition of pollution prevention as it is used in RSA 21-O: 17 are eligible. "Pollution prevention'' means the use of materials, processes, or practices that reduce or eliminate the creation of pollutants or wastes at the source, or minimize their release into the environment prior to recycling, treatment, or disposal. 

· The P2 Governor’s Award is for projects that show pollution prevention within the process, not solely in a product. A company with a “green” product is welcome to apply as long as one of their customers is a co-applicant and can show how their product has led to measurable pollution reductions in the customer’s process.

· The judges will be looking for a well established pollution prevention project that goes above and beyond; for example, a recycling program for employees. A recycling project can be partnered with a minimization project. 
· Applicants must be in good standing with state and federal environmental laws. 

· Award recipients must agree to allow a summary of their accomplishments to be published by the NHPPP.

· Projects must be performed in New Hampshire plants. For product applications, the product must be manufactured in New Hampshire.

Applications are due by May 1, 2011.

It is important to completely answer all sections that apply to your project. A comparison will be made of all applications received, based upon the information submitted. Should we require any further information, NHPPP will contact you. Please type or print neatly.
